FRESH INDOOR AIR!

I recently came across an article in the Space Foundation’s site about a radical air purification technology. Fresh Air is an air filtration and purifying system developed jointly by EcoQuest Intl and NASA. It was made for the express purpose of cleaning and purifying the air in the spacecraft. This was accomplished by using Titanium Dioxide [TiO2]. Titanium Dioxide is a photo catalytic material; this means that it has ability to create an electron hole pair as a result of exposure to ultraviolet radiation. The resulting free-radicals are very efficient oxidizers of organic matter. This means that effective sterilization of the airborne pathogens immediately takes place. This means that they’ll be easily able to remove mold, mites and other assorted nasties that plague our air.

For their role in development of a pioneering air purification technology and it’s potential for application in various terrestrial systems, they were awarded the prestigious Certified Space Technology seal.
